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• Must be seeking a Certificate, 2-year or 4-year post-secondary degree at a technical/ vocational school, college or
university.
• Minimum 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 scale.
• Must have met or be on track to meet required community service hours.
• Provide a written statement detailing his/her academic improvement during his/her high school career including
current educational goals and motivation for pursuing those goals.
• Students who maintain a 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 scale during post-secondary coursework may be eligible to apply for a
renewal of his/her initial scholarship award.
